Discussion of budget items (T. Smith)

Mr. Smith voiced his  concerns regarding several line items in the 2022 budget.  These items  included street signs to be placed along Main Street, the replacement of traffic light poles, playground equipment for New Roads Park, air conditioning units at the Civic Center, new vehicles for the Street and Sanitation department, increased funding for  contract labor for the Police Department, animal control agreement with the parish and allocation for police overtime.

Mayor reported that the boat launch project would be completed on Monday, December 13th, T-Mobile will be opening a location in town, El Patio will soon begin construction on a new restaurant and the Holiday Market at the Mill event was the biggest ever.
